Well I hope today’s instructions are clear: A Clear Gospel
 Most people don’t share the gospel either because they don’t know how or because of fear.
Why should you learn to share the gospel? Because God commands us to in the Great commission Matthew 28:19-20 evangelism & discipleship 
Romans 1:16  For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek.
 Acts 1:8 empowered to take the gospel everywhere in the world!
1 Corinthians 9:16 Wow to me if I don’t preach the gospel.
1 Corinthians 15:1 Gospel is of first importance
Equipped to share….. A Clear Gospel (Spiritual warfare on this topic)
Learning takes effort on your part
Purpose of the church- to equip the Saints for works of service
Why is it important to share a Clear Gospel? So you don’t make false converts!
There seems to be a move of God amongst young people today, whether we are on the verge of revival, or an awakening or God is just gathering His last few sheep before He returns, we need to be prepared & equipped to preach the gospel at anytime.

SLIDE 1 Story of Lisa dying, catholic, didn’t want to offend her
A Clear Gospel- 5 steps to leading someone to Jesus

1. Creator
2. Conviction
3. Repent
4. Believe
5. Accept

Technically there are only 2 things it takes to be saved: repentance & faith, but there is a process to getting them there. Conviction must happen before repentance can be desired.
SLIDE 2
1. Creator- Creation to the Cross method- for people who have no knowledge about a God. To prove or awaken the idea that there is a God via creation, design & laws.
Most people have never thought about God, this awakens them to realize what they see in nature, someone greater than us made all of this, God.
There is a God, He is real, He created you, He loves you and wants to become real to you
Creation proves there is a creator
· Look at the sun, moon & star all working in order, we can’t do that, only someone greater than us can
· Mona Lisa- if you see a painting you know there is a painter, creation proves there is a creator
Design proves there is a designer greater than us
· Black cows eat green grass and make white milk that makes ice cream & yoghurt, our best scientist can’t turn green grass into white milk, someone greater than us made cows, God created cows, He designed them to make milk for us and BBQ too.
· Sydney Opera house- beautiful architecture design proves there is a designer. God designed you too and this world. You can do amazing things like build cars & bridges and go to the moon. 
Laws or order proves there is a law giver
· (speed limit sign)
· Look at the sun & moon in orbit and held by gravity, perfectly situated to give us light to grow food & us & move our tides & seasons. Laws prove there is a law giver. We can’t create moons & stars someone greater than us has put them there.

He created you too, in His image and He created you to know Him, but there is something getting in the way (sin) so transition to conviction, helping them to realize they are a sinner in need of a Savior.
SLIDE 3
Psychology says man is basically good
Fred Turner believed that and was walking across America, the 2nd state he came to, a guy said to him on a bridge, “Are you the guy walking across America, yes, give me your wallet and threw him off 100ft bridge.
Most people think they are good people….
2. Conviction- Help them realize they are sinners in need of a Savior. You present the bad news so that the good news is good news.
Dr came into the room and said I’ve got good news and bad news, which do you want first he said the good news. You’ve got 3 weeks to live. Man what’s the bad news, I should of told you 2 weeks ago.

a. Hook or create interest: Different things may appeal to different people.
· If you want your sins forgiven today
· If you want to get right with God
· If you want the hope of heaven and have eternal life
· If you want God to change your life….etc.
Transition- but first you must realize that….
SLIDE 4
b. Eliminate false beliefs 
Proverbs 20:6 Most men will proclaim each his own goodness, but who can find a faithful man?"
85% of the girls that come to the girl’s facility get saved. 30% come thinking they are saved. 2/3 of them get saved because I eliminate false beliefs at the beginning of the gospel. 
You don’t get to heaven: Being a good person
· Because you go to church
· Being baptized
· By your good works outweighing your bad works 51% good works does not get you to heaven.
SLIDE 5
Modern evangelism tries to sell the benefits of Jesus without conviction
· C.  Bad news- Show them their sin so they will see their need for a Savior. The good news won’t be good until they hear the bad news.
·  By various methods or by a combination of these methods. 

a. Romans 3:23  for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,
Diagnostic questions
b. Ray Comfort used the law this way:
Have you ever lied? Have you ever stolen? What does that make you? A lying thief…..
Have you ever lusted? Jesus said “if you commit lust in your heart you have committed adultery in your heart”. What does that make you- a lying, thieving adulterer at heart.
On judgment day do you think you would go to heaven or hell? Does that concern you?

SLIDE 6 
c. Jack Hyles puts it this way:
“If you were to die today do you think you would go to heaven? Why or why not?” (The problem is many people think they are going because they were baptized as a baby, are a good person or they go to Church, none of which saves you, but it is a good question to get dialog going and to get them thinking) The only reason you can go to heaven is if they have repented and believed that Jesus died for them and accepted Him as their Savior.

d. Another method by Evangelism Explosion by James Kennedy
Have you gotten to the place in your spiritual life where you know for certain that if you were to die today you would go to heaven?
Another question used in Evangelism is “Suppose you were to die tonight and stand before God and He were to say to you, ‘Why should I let you into my heaven?”, what would you say?’ This gets to the heart of what they think about themselves and God and can be used to show them their need for Salvation. Most think they are a good person or their good out- weighs the bad. This is better for one on one evangelism, but in group evangelism you can answer the question and explain also.

I usually just say  “If you were to die today would you go to heaven or hell?” here’s how..

e. Romans Road Method- (google it for further explanation if interested) Uses the book of Romans 3:23, 6:23, 5:8, 10:9, 10:17 to present the gospel.

SLIDE 7 Once they realize they are sinners they need to know the consequence, hell or judgment day.
d. Judgment- present the consequence,  judgment, hell, eternal separation from the goodness of God, eternal wrath of God…..

A way to explain judgement from: 2Thessalonians 1:8  in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ. 9  These shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power,
– if you don’t want Jesus He will give you what you want eternally separated from the goodness of God! The God who created rainbows, puppy dogs, waterfalls, little girls laughter, blue sky’s & green grass, you will be separated from.

Clarity statement: Everybody has eternal life it just depends on where you spend it, heaven or hell. Hell, eternal separation from the goodness of God.

Once they have seen their need for a Savior (the bad news) and told of the coming judgment, tell them the good news
Transistion: Well I’ve got good news……
SLIDE 8 Good news or gospel- what Jesus accomplished for us via the cross, death & resurrection.(1 Corinthians 15)
· Cross- took penalty for our sin, the wrath of God in our place so we did not have to!  (our substitute) 2 Corinthians 5:21 He who knew no sin became sin for us
· Death- died in our place and took the penalty of sin which is death
· Resurrection (don’t leave Him in the grave )- rose from the dead having victory over sin & death that we have by: 
Transition to are you ready to:

SLIDE 9 
1. . Repent- change your mind about your sin- (breaking God’s laws) & your view of God (Do you want God to change your life?)  Transition to:
2. Believe (faith or trust)- that Jesus took the penalty for your sin on the cross & died in your place & rose from the dead. Do you believe he did this for you? He did!
· (If you don’t want Jesus, He will give you what you want, eternally separated from God- (2Thessalonians 1:8-9)
· Repeat 2&3 for clarity before you give the invitation to accept.
3. Accept/ receive- Ask them if they are ready to accept Jesus as your Savior today. In a group you can ask them to raise their hand & lead in a prayer restating what they are believing in the prayer. Why? So you can see if they heard & responded, to follow up on them, to give them follow up materials, pray for them & remind them of the day they got saved.
Louis Paula- Battle for Your Soul tour went around doing music outreaches- they said I was the only one in Europe who had a follow up plan?
